Second place team of Jeremy Turner and Doug Colvin had a two-fish total weight of 15.04
pounds, while third place team of Reuben Stafford and Chris Logan brought to the scales a total
weight of 14.88 pounds, earning them 198 points towards the Texas Team of the Year title.
Twelfth place team of Clark Jordan and Chief Tauzin walked away with Big Fish title and $500.
Last but not least the eleventh place team of Hunter Morgan and Henry Morgan received $750
for the Ranger Cup Powered by Yamaha bonus.

“We had a great event this weekend. The IFA could not have asked for a better group of anglers
and we look forward to seeing each of them again in Port Aransas April 29" ” said Jerry Stakely,
IFA Tournament Director. “This year we are taking the IFA Redfish Tour to some great places
and we are meeting some great people along the way.
