The anglers that took their
chances at trying for those Texas Redfish were greeted with windy conditions during the one-
day event. Most of the anglers were ready for the wind due to practice fishing, but were they
ready for the wind when it changed direction for the day of the tournament.

The first place team of Captain Billy Nicholas and Tim Young took home 1% place prize of a
Ranger Banshee rigged with a 40 HP, 4-stroke Yamaha outboard, Loadmaster trailer, Power
Pole shallow water anchor, Minn Kota trolling motor and Humminbird electronics with a two
(2) fish weight of 16.45-pounds. They also received $500 for Big Fish, with a Redfish
weighing in at 8.45-pounds, and took home the Ranger Cup Powered by Yamaha award of
$1,500.

Captain Tommy Ramzinsky and partner Todd Adams came in second place with two (2) fish
weighing in at 16.29-pounds. They brought in one Redfish with a weight of 8.35-pounds,
only a .10-pound difference from the winning Big Fish weight. Third place and 198 points
toward the Divisional Team of the Year race went to Captain Mike Patterson Jr. and Brett
Phillips with a total weight of 15.41-pounds for the day.
